United Way and the Fox Cities Diaper Bank

· One in three American families is in diaper need, struggling to provide diapers for their babies.
· Families have to cut back on basic needs, including food, utilities like heat or electricity, or child care in order to provide diapers.
· In poor and low-income families a baby can spend a day or longer in one diaper, leading to potential health and abuse risks.
In response to this diaper need United Way Fox Cities is facilitating the creation of the Fox Cities Diaper Bank.  We are working with community partners and Kimberly-Clark’s Every Little Bottom campaign to address this critical issue.  
Diapers are collected through community diaper drives. In 2011 drives have been conducted by Thrivent Financial for Lutherans and through the Help for the Homeless campaign. Kimberly-Clark Corporation is matching diapers from each drive up to 10,000 diapers. Our donations are inventoried and stored at Valley Packaging Industries.  Once the diapers are inventoried they are transferred to St. Joseph Food Program and the Salvation Army fox Cities for distribution to other nonprofit agencies or directly to families and children in need.
The Post-Crescent Dollars for Diapers DO IT! Challenge launched on May 8 with a $50,000 goal to stock the shelves of the Fox Cities Diaper Bank.  This is a community effort:
· Fox Cities Chapter of Credit Unions will collect financial contributions, diapers, and match total donations, up to $10,000. 
· J.J. Keller Foundation, Inc. will match total donations, up to $10,000. 
· Kimberly-Clark Corporation will donate a diaper for every diaper purchased with funds from this collection drive, up to 10,000.
