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Thanks to the generosity of local companies and 
donors, United Way will meet its financial 
commitments for fiscal year 2010, investing in 
programs that develop children and youth, 
strengthen families, promote health, healing and 
crisis intervention and provide basic needs and 
self-sufficiency.

The generosity of this community also makes it 
possible for United Way to help meet the rising 
demand for basic services, like food and shelter.

United Way 211, a free three-digit phone number 
and Web site that connects users to thousands of 
community services, has seen an increase of 47 
percent in calls for assistance with food, a 36 
percent increase in requests for emergency shelter 
and a 36 percent increase in calls for financial 
assistance.

In the past year, there has been a 30 percent 
increase in callers who never before needed to 
access the social services system.

United Way Focused Funding Grants will continue to 
be designated to agencies or programs providing 
basic needs, such as food, clothing, housing, 
dental care, physical and mental health care and 
services directed at preventing homelessness, such 
as rental and utility assistance.
