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Did you know about LIFE in the Fox Cities?

Every five years the Fox Cities community looks at itself through LIFE or Leading Indicators For Excellence Study.  The study measure the strengths, concerns and progress made in 10 areas of life in our community.   United Way Fox Cites is partnering with the Community Foundation for the Fox Valley Region, The Fox Cities Chamber of Commerce, and the Fox Cities Economic Development Partnership to sponsor 2011 LIFE Study.  
The LIFE Study is a multiphase research project that will inspect key indicators for economic, physical and emotional wellbeing.  The project began with a survey of hundreds of community leaders regarding their perceptions on the quality of life.  Focus groups with key demographic segments are being held, along with a random sample survey of 1500 community members.  Key data from existing sources and other current reports are woven into each section.  Finally, individuals within each of the ten sectors will provide expert information and informed opinions about issues in that sector.
For the first time the LIFE Study is being conducted separately in each of the NE Wisconsin communities in the Fox River Region - Fox Cities, Brown County and Southern Winnebago County. The Center for Public Affairs at UW-Green Bay and the Survey Center at St. Norbert College are conducting the study. Each community will use parallel timelines and assessment methods and selected data will form the regional-level report. Complete study results will be released in September. 
Our hope is that the LIFE Study will spark action based on an accurate understanding of the way things stand and the way they are heading.  The 2011 LIFE Study will enable people who care about the area to keep the Fox Cities region on the leading edge of excellence in the future.
